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Artists Needed

Bailey’s Elementary School for the
Arts and Science, one of the most
diverse schools in Fairfax County
is home to more than 30 murals
displayed outdoors on their school
walls. Last year more than 25 lo-
cal artists volunteered their time
and expertise to mentor a class on
creating a mural.
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This year they would like to add
to their public art display by invit-
ing artists to work with an elemen-
tary grade class to create a mural.
These murals will be displayed
outdoors, first within the school
grounds and then on tour to other
locales. They will photograph and
document the process and create a
book that includes the artist, the
mural and student produced writ-
ing about the meaning of the mu-
ral.

!

The gift of your time and exper-
tise has benefits that go far beyond
the mural itself. The sense of
pride, accomplishment, and ca-
maraderie of the students is evi-
dent in the comments teachers
hear as they walk through the
hallways.!
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Beginning in February, each
artist—which they hope will be
about 20—will be invited to a par-
ticular class. The artist will talk
about themselves and show their
work.! Then each artist, along
with the classroom teacher will
discuss the collaborative process of
creating a “‘community’” mural,
how the mural might build upon
subjects studied, and how the
style, theme, and message of a

mural might develop.
!

The actual painting of the mural
will occur during the months of
May and/or June.! Artists will ar-
range the actual days and time
with the classroom teacher. Stu-
dents and parents will paint the
mural under the artists’
supervision.! Parent volunteers
will help acquire supplies, organ-
ize students, and deal with
clean-up.! In June, there will be a
school-wide celebration of the un-
veiling of the murals. The press
and community members will be
invited.

Bailey’s needs the expertise of art-
ists to make visual art come alive
both within the school and be-
yond.
