Gwen will be doing a workshop using the ÒßippingÓ technique that she demonstrated in 
September. The special paper used for the technique will be available from Gwen on the 
day of the workshop for $1.35 a sheet.  

Prior to the workshop, participants will  need to purchase a piece of plexiglas. It is avail-
able at Home Depot in a 18Ó x 24Ó size for $6.77; a sheet 30Ó x 36Ó costs $14.00.  The 
paper used is 19Ó x 25Ó, so if the smaller sheet of plexi is used, the paper will have to be 
cut down slightly.

The class will be limited to 20 participants. SAG members will have preference for the 
workshop.  Non-members will be added if  space is available.
